Sacred Heart Parish 
  

“For who is greater, the one who is at the table or the one who serves?   
Is it not the one at the table?  But I am among you as one who serves.” — Luke 22-27 
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A Brief Summary of Fr. Bob’s Dedication and Work At Sacred Heart Parish……... 
  

 I began coming to Sacred Heart Parish in 1973 when I was the Rector/Superior at St. Vincent de Paul 
Seminary in Lemont. At the time, we were helping at 7 different parishes and I came to Sacred Heart about 
every three weeks. In 1979, I began a two-year Marriage/Family Counseling Graduate Program at 
Northwestern University. And, needing a parish at which I could meet clients, I moved into Sacred Heart 
(1979-1981). From then on, I helped out at the parish every weekend. In 1981, I moved to our (Vincentian) 
Theological Seminary, De Andreis in Lemont. There, I taught graduate courses in counseling until the 
seminary closed. In 1990, a fellow confrere and I moved into the old rectory at St. Alphonsus, which we rent 
from the parish. In 1998, after much urging from the then-pastor, I began helping out at St. Alphonsus on 
weekdays and weekends. The following are some of the Sacred Heart ministries that I have done: 
 1)  Weekend Masses 
On one weekend, I celebrate Saturday Mass at Sacred Heart and two Sunday Masses at St. Alphonsus. The 
following weekend, the schedule reverses and I celebrate Saturday Mass at St. Al’s and two Sunday Masses at 
Sacred Heart. 
 2)  Pre-Cana (Marriage Preparation) 
For 25 years, I ran Pre-Cana (Marriage Preparation) for Sacred Heart and neighboring parishes. We once had 
as many as 92 couples attend; the average was about 30 couples. 
 3)  Weddings 
Over the years, I have celebrated more than 1,000 weddings at Sacred Heart. 
 4)  Marriage & Family Counseling 
My primary ministry is Marriage & Family Counseling, which I do out of my office in Lemont. About 35% of 
my clients are from Sacred Heart. I work with about 30 clients (couples and individuals) at any given time. 
 5)  Funerals 
I usually do NOT take funerals at either parish because it conflicts with my morning counseling sessions. I 
typically celebrate 4 or 5 funeral Masses a year. 
 6)  Talks 
Over the years, I have presented talks on various subjects (usually on marriage, family, or psychological 
problems). Typically, 200 – 350 people attend. The best attended talk – over 400 people – was about “Aging.” 
Over the years, I have given about 60 presentations, all of which are recorded. I have sold 50,000 cassettes 
and/or CDs. I also have presented about 85 parish Missions. 
 7)  Advent Presentation 
On the last Sunday of Advent, from time to time (not every year), I have given a presentation at weekend 
Masses in place of the homily. I developed 9 different presentations including “Mary’s Place in Christmas.” 
The most popular presentation was “St. John the Baptist and Santa Claus Battling Over Christmas.” 
  

Family Life 
I come from a large family (eleven brothers and sisters). My family numbers about 135 people in the 
Chicagoland area. Since 1979, Sacred Heart pastors have allowed me to host family parties in the Moscow 
Center and Gym.  Fr. Tucker, who also comes from a large family (fifteen siblings), liked what he saw, so he 
did the same thing. 
  

I have been very happy with my association with Sacred Heart Parish. Due to good health, I seldom miss a 
weekend here. The last weekend that I missed was in 2004 because of an eye operation. If and when I die, I 
hope to have my funeral at Sacred Heart.  
  
I hope to continue to be of service to my Sacred Heart Parish Family.

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    Ks. Robert Rohrich i jego posługa duszpasterska w naszej parafii, 
  
 Współpracę z parafią Najświętszego Serca Pana Jezusa rozpocząłem w 1973 roku, kiedy byłem rektorem / 
przełożonym w Seminarium św. Wincentego a Paulo w Lemont. W tym czasie pomagaliśmy w 7 różnych parafiach i 
pojawiałem się w parafii na 111-ej w Palos Hills mniej więcej co trzy tygodnie. W 1979 roku rozpocząłem studia w 
Northwestern University: był to dwuletni program poradnictwa małżeńsko / rodzinnego. Szukałem więc parafii, w 
której mógłbym spotykać się z osobami potrzebującymi mojej pomocy i dlatego trafiłem do Sacred Heart (1979-1981). 
Odtąd pomagałem w parafii w każdy weekend. W 1981 r. Przeniosłem się do naszego (Wincentyńskiego) Seminarium 
Teologicznego De Andreis w Lemont. Tam prowadziłem podyplomowe kursy poradnictwa do czasu zamknięcia 
seminarium. W 1990 roku wraz ze współbratem przeprowadziliśmy się do starej plebanii przy parafii św. Alfonsa. W 
1998 roku, po wielu namowach ówczesnego Proboszcza, zacząłem także pomagać w tej parafii w dni powszednie i 
weekendy. Pozwólcie więc, że przedstawię bliżej jak wyglądało i wygląda moje zaangażowanie w pracy duszpasterskiej 
w parafii Serca Pana Jezusa : 
  

1) Msze święte niedzielne: 
 W jeden weekend odprawiam sobotnią Mszę św. w Najświętszym Sercu i dwie niedzielne Msze św. w parafii 
św. Alfonsa. W następny weekend harmonogram się odwraca i przyjeżdżam do Serca Pana Jezusa na niedzielne Msze. 
  

2) Pre-Cana (przygotowanie do małżeństwa) 
 Przez 25 lat prowadziłem Pre-Cana (katechezy przygotowanie do małżeństwa) dla parafii Serca Pana Jezusa i 
okolicznych parafii. Kiedyś uczestniczyło w nim aż 92 par; średnia wynosiła około 30 par. 
  

3) Sakrament małżeństwa 
 W ciągu tylu lat mojej posługi w Sercu Pana Jezusa pobłogosławiłem ponad 1000 ślubów. 
  

4) Poradnictwo małżeńskie i rodzinne 
 Moją podstawową posługą jest poradnictwo małżeńskie i rodzinne, które prowadzę w moim biurze w Lemont. 
Około 35%osób, z którymi się spotykam pochodzi z Sacred Heart. Pracuję z około 30 osobami (m.in. parami) 
równocześnie. 
5) Pogrzeby 
 Zwykle nie odprawiam pogrzebów w żadnej parafii, ponieważ koliduje to z moimi porannymi sesjami 
doradczymi. Zazwyczaj celebruję 4 lub 5 Mszy pogrzebowych rocznie. 
  

6) Konferencje 
 Każdego roku wygłaszam referaty na różne tematy (najczęściej dotyczące małżeństwa, rodziny lub problemów 
psychologicznych). Zwykle bierze w nich udział 200-350 osób. Najpopularniejsza konferencja - ponad 400 osób - 
dotyczyła „Starzenia się”. Na przestrzeni lat wygłosiłem około 60 prezentacji i wszystkie zostały nagrane. Sprzedałem 
50 000 kaset i / lub płyt CD. Prowadziłem także około 85 misji parafialnych. 
  

7) Prezentacja adwentowa 
 W ostatnią niedzielę Adwentu od czasu do czasu (nie co roku) zamiast homilii podczas Mszy Św. 
przedstawiałem prezentację/scenkę. Opracowałem 9 różnych prezentacji, w tym „Miejsce Maryi podczas Bożego 
Narodzenie”. Najpopularniejszą prezentacją był „Św. Jan Chrzciciel i Święty Mikołaj walczą o Boże Narodzenie ”. 
       

 Moja rodzina. 
 Pochodzę z dużej rodziny (jedenastu braci i sióstr). Moja rodzina liczy około 135 osób mieszkających w rejonie 
Chicago. Od 1979 roku Proboszczowie naszej parafii pozwalają mi organizować przyjęcia rodzinne w Moscow Center.  
 Jestem bardzo zadowolony ze współpracy z Parafią Najświętszego Serca Pana Jezusa. Ze względu na dobre 
zdrowie rzadko opuszczam tutaj weekend. Jeśli i kiedy umrę, mam nadzieję, że mój pogrzeb odbędzie się w parafii 
Serca Pana Jezusa.
