Conduct a Home Energy Assessment: Call your electricity provider to see if they provide 
a free energy assessment of your home. This often includes free or discounted LED light 
bulbs, programmable thermostats, low flow showerheads, faucet aerators, power strips and 
hot water pipe insulation...for significant household energy savings. 
Conduct a Home Energy Audit: After an assessment, the next step is a professional audit. 
An audit usually costs but can have a fast payback. A blower is placed on your door and 

ductwork to find air leaks. IR guns determine insulation effectiveness. The EPA estimates that homeowners 
typically save 15% on heating/cooling costs each year by air sealing homes and adding insulation. Your 
power company may be able to help you identify qualified energy auditors.
